Basic Practical Rocker

The rocker has become a part of the basic student package ordered by NRA Trainers for their students.  It can be awarded to anyone who masters the four basic safety and marksmanship skills which are taught during the NRA Basic Firearm Training Courses.  The Basic Practical rocker can be used with any of the NRA Marksmanship Qualification Programs.

Requirement #1.  The student will need to demonstrate safe gun handling at all times, both on and off the range.  This includes safely unloading and loading the firearm, safely shooting the firearm, and safely cleaning the firearm while under the supervision of an NRA Trainer.

Requirement #2.  The student will demonstrate how to shoot groups with their firearm.

Rifles:  From a supported position at 50 feet, the student will shoot five, three-shot groups that can touch a 1.4-inch circle anywhere on the blank target.  (See the chart below for additional group sizes and distances).

Pistols:  From a supported position at 15 feet, the student will shoot three five-shot groups that can touch a 9-inch circle anywhere on the blank target.

Shotguns:  From a standing position at 10-25 yards, the student will shoot, three-shots from the mounted position that can be circumscribed by a 30 inch circle anywhere on the blank pattern board.

Use the chart below to find the distance and template size that you would use in your shooting program.  Examples BB gun, at 15 feet the template size would be .4 inches.  Air rivle, at 33 feet, the template would be .9 inches.  And if you shoot smallbore or highpower rifle at 100 yards, the template would be 9 inches.
